Where Is Your Brother

In Tears of Salt, author Dr. Pietro Bartolo describes his 25
years as head of the only medical clinic on the island of
Lampedusa, Italy. This book vividly puts a human face on
the issue of immigration and stresses that migration is a
widespread global concern. Through stories, he describes
people’s fears of certain death for themselves or their
families from famine, war, or tyranny if they do not risk
crossing the Mediterranean Sea. Most people crossing our

US borders are also trying to flee a dangerous homeland.

“Where is your brother?” are words often spoken by
Pope Francis as he urges people everywhere to see
migrants as brothers and sisters who are in desperate
need of our help.

Our Lady of Lourdes

On February 11, 1858, at
the grotto of Massabielle in
Lourdes, France, Bernadette
Soubirous saw a lady dressed
in blue and white, who called
for repentance and for the
construction of a chapel. In
one of these visions, the lady
directed Bernadette to dig e
into the earth, uncovering a
spring of water. Later, she announced her identity in the
local dialect: “l am the Immaculate Conception.” By July
the visions stopped, but the church built at the grotto
became a place of pilgrimage, and Bernadette declared
a saint. Today it continues to be a place of pilgrimage for
those seeking healing.
